Introduction to Young Adult literature as an important twenty- and twenty-first century genre; 
focus on Young Adult novels that respond directly to plays by Shakespeare; exploration of 
questions about literary canon formation, connections between reading and identity, and theories of 
adaptation and appropriation; consideration of how and why texts by “classic” authors have been 
adapted for Young Adult readers.

Tentative Text List 
 
All students will be required to read the primary texts listed as well as the textbook Reading Young 
Adult Literature and selected book chapters and articles. Student presentations will require 
individual students to read and report to the class on the content of one of the monographs or essay 
collections listed as “Secondary criticism.” Note that underlined texts are ones that students will 
need to purchase. Others can be accessed freely online and/or through UVic Library databases by 
UVic-registered students.

This is a fully accredited course for upper-level undergraduates and for grad students. Taught by 
Dr. Greg Garrard (UBC-O) & Dr. Nicholas Bradley (UVic), this course will involve close study 
of literature and films relating to whales and whaling, employing theoretical concepts from 
ecocriticism (environmentally-oriented cultural criticism) and critical animal studies. Making 
good use of the proximity of wild cetaceans, historic whaling sites, and the contemporary cultural 
industry of whale-watching, the course will combine place-based experiential learning with 
historically and theoretically informed methods of cultural analysis.
