Upon course completion, you will be familiar with norms of etiquette (such as proper 

forms of address), the use of an appropriate register, and understand levels of formality in both 

written and spoken German. These are important cultural competencies relevant to successful 

professional and personal interactions in the German-speaking world. 

This course balances listening, speaking, reading and writing to enable you to communicate in 

German at the beginner’s level in typical day-to-day contexts.
