Choose COVID Pass/Fail; 
you will receive a “P“ 
grade on your transcript, 
with a COVID notation.

Choose Drop Course or 
COVID Withdraw if you 
want to make another 
attempt at the course in 
a future term.

Choose COVID Pass/Fail 
(you will receive an “F“ 
grade with a COVID 
notation) or choose 
COVID Withdraw.

Choose Drop Course.

The choice will depend on whether 
you need a record of the course. This 
may have implications if you are on a 
study permit, receive a scholarship or 
funding, or are a member of a varsity 
sports team.

You will receive credit, but the course 
will not be counted towards your  
GPA. This may have implications for 
course pre-requisites and program, if 
minimum grades are required.

The choice will depend on your 
circumstances and the reason for 
needing a record. Check with the 
organization requiring the record or 
an adviser.

You will not receive credit, nor will the 
course appear on your official 
transcript.
