(MATH 208 can be substituted with MATH 101,
200, and 211 or 110.) Mathematics requirements should normally be completed by the end of Year 2.

4 A course in statistics or quantitative methods will not count toward this requirement.

5 ECON 350 and 351 are required for ECON 400 and 401 respectively. SOSC 300 can be substituted for 1.5 units.

6 ECON 225 should normally be completed by the end of Year 2 and is a pre-or co-requisite for many 300-level courses and all 400 level courses.

7 Transfer students are encouraged to enrol in ECON 313 as soon as possible.
