What is the course like?

Each week we will meet for 3, 1-hour lectures. The lectures are where | review sociological theories,
concepts, and methods. While there are many students in the lectures, you will learn that | welcome
student interaction and engagement. Then, once a week (for 8 weeks) you will meet for 1-hour in
tutorials (20-25 students) led by a Teaching Assistant (who is a graduate student in sociology). The
tutorials will introduce you to material not covered in lectures and is also where we help prepare
you for exams.

What are the exams like?

Exams are based on essay questions that | provide in advance. On the day of the exam, | choose from
the questions that were circulated for the exam (note: there are no other questions on the exams).
Each answer is limited to one single-spaced written page.

Why should you take this course?

This course will challenge you to look beyond what you have been taught to see and begin to explore
the world as it really is. Sociologists study everything you are interested in — social media, inequality,
sexism, racialization, reconciliation, colonialism, animal rights, crime, etc. While we study some
topics that are depressing, we do as a way of inspiring you to want to make a difference.
